The properties box opens for the
page. Click on the Background tab.
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3. Choose some colours for your background by
clicking on the arrow next to each colour box and
clicking on a colour from the palette.
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5. To put a border on a picture, click twice on the
picture to open its properties box and click on the
Border tab.
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2. Click in the Use Background box, then choose a
pattern from the selection that appears.
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4. Click on OK then the coloured background is
applied to the page.
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6. Choose a style from the list like ‘Brush Wipe’
and click on Apply. This allows you to see the
picture with its border and try different ones.

You may find that adding a border moves the
text off-centre. If so, resize the text box by clicking
on one of the handles at the edge of the box, holding
down the mouse button and dragging the edge out.
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15. When the text box is big enough the text will re
appear in the box.
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17. Click and tick the Page On box and click on
More to see the full range of transitions available.

14. Adding a border can make some text disappear.
If this happens re—size the box as before by clicking
on and dragging a handle.
