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	Building a house
This activity is an interactive song about the tradesmen needed to build a house.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The Interactive activity could be used as a whole class activity to teach the children the song – verse by verse. The text is available for the children to follow.

	Enhanced Provision

	How about putting the children in groups and asking them to take on the roles of the tradesmen. Can they sing their verse? And perhaps put actions to the song?

	Continuous Provision
	The song is also available in a music pack on NGfL Cymru. This could be used for the children to access the song independently or instruments could be made available for the children to play along with the song.
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	Building Jigsaws
This activity consists of three interactive jigsaws.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	As a whole class you could play guess what the building is by showing them parts of a range of pictures. There could be give away clues like a police station sign etc….

	Enhanced Provision


	You could create your own building jigsaws and give the children the pieces already jumbled up…can they guess what type of building it is? Can they complete the jigsaw without a picture to follow?

	Continuous Provision
	The Interactive activity could be played by either one child or in pairs.
Buildings from this activity or other building images could be printed out and laminated then cut up into jigsaws for the children.
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	Building 
This is an open ended activity allowing children to create structures using 3D shapes

	Directed/Focused Provision
	This would be an ideal opportunity to introduce and familiarise children with the names of 3D shapes. E.g. who can build me a wall made from cylinders?

	Enhanced Provision


	Cards could be given to the children showing a 3d shape building and they could be asked to recreate it – either virtually or with real blocks.

	Continuous Provision
	You could ask the children to use only one particular shape to create their building using the interactive tool. How many different buildings can they make? What do they think their building is? 
You could provide the children with a range of real 3d shapes that match the ones in the interactive resource to build their own structures.
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	Patterns 

A series of activities asking children to complete a pattern. Great for spatial awareness.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	You could use the Interactive activity as an introduction to creating and completing patterns. Children could work in pairs or individually to complete their pattern, or as a whole class you could look at a pattern and decide what was missing then ask – what do we need to complete this pattern?

	Enhanced Provision


	As a challenge how about asking children to work in pairs and each create a pattern for the other to finish?

	Continuous Provision
	It might be a nice idea to have sticky shapes, collage materials, paints etc available for the children to create their own patterns
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
