	Activity
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We travel around a lot. We only live in the same place
for a short time. My house is called a ‘Bulla’. It is easy
to carry and to move from place to place.
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	Homes around the World
A talking book introducing children to homes around the world.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The interactive book could be read by the whole class – before the text is read out it may be a nice idea to ask the children what sort of house they think it is. Where do they think it might be? Why? etc

	Enhanced Provision

	A large floor map of the world could be provided and images from the resource. A teacher or helper could then talk to the children about the different countries that the homes might have come from and help the children locate them on a map.

	Continuous Provision
	It would be nice to have the children make a class book of their homes. They could each write a short piece about the home they live in a draw a picture.
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Home From Heme:

A house that’s easy to carry.
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	Home from home
A resource that builds on the previous activity – looking at descriptions of each of the houses.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	If the children were put in groups then this activity could be used as a card sort game. Each group could be given all the images of the houses and also cards that describe the house.  As a group they can then decide which house belongs with which description.
The Interactive resource could be used to draw the groups’ ideas together.

	Enhanced Provision


	Could they find real pictures of the different types of houses and find out more about them?

	Continuous Provision
	The cards could be used for a pelmanism or snap game.
