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	Catalogue Label
This open ended catalogue activity can be used by teacher or pupil. 

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The images could be used to make flash cards. How many items do the children know? 

A game of guess what I am could be played – with children taking it in turns to select one of the items in the interactive resource and describe it to the rest of the class, which they then have to guess.

	Enhanced Provision

	The interactive activity could be used to ask the children to select five items and then explain why they have chosen those items. Older children will be able to match the word to the item.

	Continuous Provision
	Cards could be created from the images in the resource to create snap or pelmanism games. The children have to name the item to win the cards. For older children words could be included to match the word to the image. A nice idea would be to provide real catalogues for the children so that they can find the same items.

	Catalogue sort
This is a simple sorting activity – Children select items that meet the required criteria.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The interactive activity could be used to introduce the concept of sorting things according to a given criteria. It might be nice to ask children to work in groups to choose their five things then explain to the rest of the class what they have chosen and why. 

	Enhanced Provision


	How about asking the children to select a range of images from a catalogue and sort them according to their own criteria?


	Continuous Provision
	Cards with sorting criteria could be made available to the children and a range of images/items available to sort. 
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	Zig Zag book
This is a nice resource that can be used for creating zig zag books about different types of houses

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The images of the houses could be made into flash cards. Each image could be shown to the class. What type of house do you think this is? Do you know the name for this house? Who might live there? Can we find out where in the world these houses are? What are they made from? etc

	Enhanced Provision


	How about asking them to find their own images of houses from around the world, either from magazines or the Internet and creating a zig zag book?

	Continuous Provision
	The interactive resource could be available for children to use in pairs or alone to create a zig zag book about their chosen houses.
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
