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Theme – Homes
Mathematical Zone
Teaching Guidance

	Activity
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	Recognising number to 10
This activity will help children recognise the numbers 1 to 10

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The interactive resource could be used with a whole class…putting the pupils in the role of the postman. Which house do I need to deliver this letter to? Can you help me? The children could then be invited to drag the envelope to the correct house. 

	Enhanced Provision

	How about asking the children to draw houses that show the number on the door. E.g. Number 3 may have three windows, 3 chimneys, 3 flowers in the flower box etc 

	Continuous Provision
	The children could be provided with a ‘sack of letters’ and post boxes with a number on placed around the classroom. Can they deliver all of their letters to the right number post box?
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	Recognising number to 20
This activity encourages children to use a number line in order to answer addition and subtraction questions using the numbers to 20.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The Interactive resource could be used to encourage children to use the rows of houses as a number line in, counting forward or backwards in order to answer addition and subtraction questions. Revision of doubling and halving may be necessary in order to carry out this activity.   

	Enhanced Provision


	How about creating a board game that includes numbers from 1 to 20 placed randomly on the grid. Create various addition and subtraction sums written in different ways using symbols and words. Children play the game by taking it in turns to work out the various sums and place the card on top the answer. The winner is the first child to complete a line stretching from one side of the grid to the other. (number lines could be provided for the children)

	Continuous Provision
	The interactive activity could be made available on a class computer so that children can independently drag and drop the envelopes to the correct house.
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	Data

Activity 1 - This activity will provide children with the opportunity to select relevant data about their home by clicking on pictures that are presented one criteria at a time.

Activity 2 - This activity will provide children with the opportunity to talk about and compare and contrast data collected about their home. This activity will also enable them to interpret data presented to them in simple graphs and tables.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The teacher could carry out a class survey based on the data collected in activity 1 of the interactive activity, by asking children to put up their hands in response to each question, they could then create a tally chart and use this to graph the class results.
These graphs could be compared to the graphs in activity 2 and children could be asked questions based on the graphs encouraging them to extract and interpret the information in a graph or chart

	Enhanced Provision


	Children could be grouped and asked to complete a table of the information asked for in activity 1 and then use that table to create their own bar charts.
Children could be given a different question – e.g. who lives in your house? They could then be encouraged to think about what data they will be extracting and how they are going to display that data.

	Continuous Provision
	The activity chould be made available on a class computer so that children can independently select information about their home and the materials used to build it and print out to create a class book on homes.
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
