Roleplay Zone
Teaching Guidance
	Activity
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	Searching for a house
This activity can be used to help develop listening skills. The children listen to the requirements then select from various options to fit the description.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The Interactive activity could be used as a whole class activity. The class could listen carefully to the description and then the teacher could show each option to the class and they could choose the correct symbol to match the description.

	Enhanced Provision

	The sound could be turned off for the Interactive activity (Level 1) and the teacher could make random selections from the options. Then using the final screen turn the sound back on and ask the children to listen to the description and  decide whether the icons selected are correct. They could vote with cards (yes, no) 
Level 2 - More able/older children could be asked to write the description of a house based on a set of provided images.

	Continuous Provision
	Level 2 of activity could be provided as printed laminated cards for the children to select their own images to create a representation of their own home.
The Interactive resource could be used for children to create a representation of their own home.
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	Building Dominoes
This activity is a simple interactive game that could be used by one or two players.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	Flash cards could be made of the images in the dominoes and the teacher could ask the children to decide what each image depicts and then talk about the tools these people need to do their job. There is a great opportunity for discussion about job roles…who knows someone who is a plumber? What do they do? etc

	Enhanced Provision


	Dominoes could be made with a difference – can they match the tool to the trade rather than tool to tool, trade to trade?

	Continuous Provision
	The Interactive activity could be played by either one child or in pairs.
Dominoes could be made using the images in the resource and laminated so that children could play the game away from the computer.
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	Building Matching
These are simple pelmanism games on two levels. That matches images

	Directed/Focused Provision
	Cards could be created of the tools and the tradesmen and children could be given character roles (eg plasterer, plumber etc) when that card is held up they have to stand up and say what their trade is…’I’m the plumber and I need….’ Then someone else who has been given a type of tool stands up and say…eg ‘a plunger’

	Enhanced Provision


	Cards for the pelmanism game can be printed and the children should be asked to match tool to trade.

	Continuous Provision
	The interactive resource should be available for children to use in pairs or alone.
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
