Modelling with Logo

Logo allows you to create Procedures – programs that can be called and run at any time.

You can even give values to you procedures, and these will be used to create your shapes and allow experimentation (modelling)

In order to create a procedure in MSW Logo you must first open the Procedure Editor and give your procedure a name.

This is done by typing EDIT “name – where name is the name you want to use for your procedure.

NOTE – this name should be relevant so you can remember it, but not too long as you need to type it every time you want to run the procedure.

A simple procedure to draw a square of various sizes:

EDIT “square :length – (the procedure editor will appear)

TO SQUARE :length

REPEAT 4 [FD :length RT 90]

END

Move up to File on the editor window and select Exit and Save.

To run your procedure, type in its name followed by a length in screen units – e.g. square 100

A procedure to draw a polygon

TO POLYGON  :sides :angle

REPEAT :sides [FD 100 RT :angle]

END

You need to provide values for the number of sides and the angle to turn e.g. polygon 5 72.

A procedure to draw stars

TO STAR  :sides :angle

REPEAT :sides [FD 100 LT :angle BK 100 LT :angle LT :angle]

END

You will need to provide values for the number of sides and the angle to turn e.g. star 5 72
