MSW Logo

The MSW Logo screen is divided into a number of distinct areas.

At the top of the screen is the menu bar where choices can be made.

Beneath that is the drawing area where the designs are drawn by the “Turtle”.

Beneath that is the Commander area where the most recent commands are displayed.

At the bottom of the screen is the text box where commands are entered and executed.
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The Menu Bar

File

New – Clear the screen and start a new drawing. 

Load – Load a saved Logo procedure.

Save – Save a procedure

Save as – Save/Rename a procedure

Edit – Edit a procedure

Erase – Erase a procedure

Exit – Quit the program

Bitmap

New – Clears any current picture background.

Load – Loads a picture onto the background.

Save – Saves the current drawing as a picture.

Save as – Save / Rename the current drawing as a picture.

Print – Prints the current drawing.

Printer Setup – set up the printer / paper
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Active Area – 

Selecting this option shows this window:

This window allows you to change the size of the drawing area. By default this is set to 1000 X 1000 Turtle pixels with 125 pixels per inch.

This gives quite a large area, too large to fit on the screen which may need a lot of scrolling to see different parts of the drawing.

You may wish to reduce the area for younger pupils to keep their designs on the visible screen.

If you set all of the figures to 200, this will reduce the window to a screen size.

The OK button sets the new sizes.

The Reset button sets all of the values back to 500.

The Cancel button quits the window.

Set

Pen Size – Opens a window where you can choose the pen thickness.

Label Font – Opens a font window where you can choose Font, Style and Size for labels.

Commander Font - Opens a font window where you can choose Font, Style and Size for use in the Commander window

Pen Colour – Opens a colour chooser window for the pen colour.

Flood Colour – Opens a colour chooser window for the flood fill colour.

Screen Colour – Opens a colour chooser window for the screen colour.

Zoom

In – Doubles the magnification at each click.

Out – Halves the magnification at each click.

Normal -  Shows the screen at normal size.
