Creative Zone
Teaching Guidance

	Activity
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	Creating sounds
A simple activity introducing children to a range of instruments grouped according to how the sound is created.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The interactive activity could be used to introduce these instruments. Do the children know what the instruments are? How do they think the sound is made? What will the instrument sound like? Which sounds do they like the best? etc

	Enhanced Provision


	You could provide printed images of the instruments and ask them to sort the instruments according to how the sound was made.


	Continuous Provision
	How about providing the children with some of real instruments from the interactive activity to investigate?
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	Body songs
A couple of animated songs about the body and face.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The songs could be used as a whole class activity – it would be nice to have a clear space in which it would be safe for the children to dance along to the songs and point at the different parts of their body in response to the lyrics.

	Enhanced Provision

	How about letting the children learn the same song in Welsh so that they can name body parts in both languages?


	Continuous Provision
	The song could be made available for children to access and sing along to in their own time.
A labelled body and face could be displayed in the classroom with both English and Welsh labels that the children can stick on the display
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	Creating a face
An activity on two levels that can be used to create different faces. Level 1 is open ended, whilst level 2 asks the children to create faces according to instructions.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The Interactive activity could be used as a whole class activity. The class could listen carefully to the instruction and then select the correct feature to match the image. The class could then vote on whether the face has been created correctly, according to the instructions.

	Enhanced Provision


	How about asking the children to work in pairs – one describes a character and the other uses printed images from the resource to create the face the partner has described

	Continuous Provision
	You could provide art materials and card instruction for drawing a face that the children have to follow,
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	Sorting sounds
An activity that allows children to sort sounds according to how the sound is made.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The children could be provided with printed cards of the instrument images and then with the whole class working in groups, the teacher could ask the questions from the interactive resource and the children could decide in their group which image to hold up in response to the question

	Enhanced Provision


	How about asking the children to complete Level 3 of the interactive activity which asks them to sort the instruments and write in the groups they have been sorted into.

	Continuous Provision
	The children could be provided with the real instruments or images of the instruments and different baskets labelled pluck, beat etc so they can sort the instruments into the correct baskets.
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
