Teaching Guidance

	Activity
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	Creating a family tree
An open ended activity looking at creating family trees.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	After explaining what a family tree is, how about turning the sound off on level 1 and asking the children who they think each of the people in the family tree is? You could then turn the sound back on and run it again. Were we right about the people? 

	Enhanced Provision


	You could provide them with a skeleton family tree and ask them to draw pictures of their family members in the boxes to create their own family tree. 


	Continuous Provision
	Children could be provided with images form the resource and a copy of the tree to create family trees and tell stories about the people and how they are related to each other.
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	Growing up
A simple sequencing activity that looks at the growth of a child.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The images could be printed out and given to the children in groups. Can they sequence the pictures? The interactive activity could be used for each group to show the rest of the class the sequence they chose.

	Enhanced Provision

	Children could be provided with the cards and asked to write about each image – as if they are charting the growth of the child.


	Continuous Provision
	Images of real babies/children could be provided. Can they sequence the images according to stages in development?
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	Can you find?
This activity is a take on the classic Guess Who game. The children can play against the computer or with a friend.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The whole class could work together to find the correct character in the interactive activity, by following the clues and eliminating characters that don’t fit the description.

	Enhanced Provision


	Children could play level 2 in pairs challenging each other

	Continuous Provision
	The interactive resource or the real Guess Who game could be made available for the children.
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
