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	Create a Birthday Card
A lovely Desktop Publishing style activity that allows children to create and print birthday cards simply.


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The class could be asked to consider special celebrations throughout the year. On what occasions do we send cards for? This could move on to look at birthday cards. A range of birthday cards could be made available for the children to examine and discuss. Who do we think the birthday card would be for? Is it for a man, or a lady? Is it for a child? How can they tell? etc 

	Enhanced Provision


	It would be nice to have a range of art materials available for the children to create their own cards to celebrate a particular occasion

	Continuous Provision
	The Interactive resource could be made available to the children to create birthday cards throughout the year to celebrate someone’s birthday…or how about giving each child responsibility for creating a card for another member of the class when it is their birthday? If you have an odd number of children in the class maybe one child could be asked to create a birthday card for the teacher
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	Zig Zag book
This is a nice resource that children can use to create zig zag books about themselves.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The images of the activities could be made into flash cards. Each image could be shown to the class. What is the character in the image doing? Can you do that? Which of the activities do you like doing? Which don’t you like? Why? etc

	Enhanced Provision


	How about asking them to create a zig-zag book that relates to a family member or pet?

	Continuous Provision
	The interactive resource could be available for children to use in pairs or alone to create a zig zag book about themselves. Younger/less able children could use level 1 to create their zigzag books  as there is vocabulary available to support their writing – while the more able could use level 2.
