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Theme – You and Me
Outdoor Zone
Teaching Guidance

	Activity
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	Roaming

This activity could be used as an introduction to using roamer or bee bots.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The interactive map could be used as a whole class, teacher led activity. The teacher could model how the turtle can be moved around the map using the arrows, then questions could be asked. I wonder how I can get the turtle to the church? Who thinks they can help me?

	Enhanced Provision


	If Bee bots or Roamers are available how about asking the children to set each other routes to follow? If Bee bots aren’t available you could draw a grid on the floor and ask the children to take the role of the ‘robot’ and then challenge other children to set the route for the robot by calling out instructions.



	Continuous Provision
	A chalk grid could be provided for children to design routes, or a large map covered by a grid and cards giving directional instruction could be provided for the children to access during free play.
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	Map Making
This activity helps children understand a simple grid reference on a map and compare the difference between town and village.

	Directed/Focused Provision
	The maps could be used as a whole class tool to introduce towns and villages being depicted in this way. Maybe a discussion could take place about the images on the map. What do they depict? Why do they think they have been drawn in this way etc? Can they see any similarities/differences between the town and village maps? 

Grid referencing could then be modelled on the map, by showing them that we read along the bottom and then up the side. So where do they think a1 should go? etc 

	Enhanced Provision

	A large map (with grid references) could be provided on the floor and the children could use toy cars etc and challenge each other to place them at a particular grid reference.



	Continuous Provision
	The Interactive activity could be used to consolidate work done on grid references. Children could work in groups or pairs to complete the activity.
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	Map Quiz
This activity asks children to find particular items by reading grid references


	Directed/Focused Provision
	The Interactive resource could work well as a whole class activity. Children could be provided with write on wipe off whiteboards and work in pairs to answer the questions that appear on the screen by holding up their boards with the grid reference they think is correct written on it. This would ensure that the whole class were engaged and allow the teacher to assess the children’s grasp of the concept.

	Enhanced Provision


	How about having them create their own questions for a map quiz and then challenge each other using a large map on the floor?

	Continuous Provision
	A large map on the floor similar to the one in the interactive activity that shows grid references could be provided for the children to play on with their toy cars etc.

Helpers/Teachers could then use the opportunity when playing with children on the map to ask them questions about the grid references? I wonder how we can get from a1 to d6? etc
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
