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Oral presentations must achieve all of the assessment criteria to pass. Evidence such as slides, speaking notes and detailed witness statements must be provided to support the assessment so it is important to learn how to prepare and do a presentation, as well as how to present the evidence of the Individual Investigation.

The oral Individual Investigation must be presented to a teacher or other responsible person. It is good practice for presentations to be given to small groups e.g. to peers and they may also be used to meet some of the requirements of Essential Skills Wales, particularly in Communication. The length of the presentation depends on the level and is set out below.

POWER POINT PRESENTATIONS

How many slides should be used?

The number of slides used is flexible and will depend to some extent on the level. However enough will be needed to cover the topic or issue chosen.  As a general rule 15 - 20 slides will normally be enough (12-15 at the Foundation level) and this could be even less provided the speaking notes are detailed enough.

How detailed should the speaking notes be?

The total amount will depend to some extent on the topic chosen but generally about 1,500 words should be enough for the Advanced level, about 1,000 words for the Intermediate level and 500 words for the Foundation level. 

Should sources be referenced?

Sources of information on slides should be referenced in the same way that they would be in a written presentation, as shown in the example below. A bibliography should also be provided either as part of the speaking notes or perhaps on the final slide. See also the Good Practice Guide on referencing sources.
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How much information should be put onto slides?



                                       Try to avoid using wikipedia
Avoid putting too much information on slides. Use bullet points and images instead and talk about the slides using speaking notes as a prompt.  Using hyperlinks to highlight information or images in useful websites or adding short video clips to presentations can be effective. 
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And finally for assessors………..

· Speaking notes and slides should be annotated. This annotation need not be detailed or complex, but should highlight, with a simple comment, where the candidate has shown positive achievement or met the requirements in the assessment criteria.

· It is essential that internal moderation procedures take place to assess candidates' work with different teachers/assessors and across different teaching groups/vocational programme areas to ensure that all candidates in the centre have been judged against the same standards.
· It is essential to check that the candidate has signed the Candidate Declaration sheet to indicate that what is presented is his/her own work.

Welsh pop music


 


In the mid to late 1990s new Welsh music became prolific, with the chart successes of bands including Super Furry Animals, Manic Street Preachers, Catatonia, Gorky's Zygotic Mynci, and Stereophonics. These groups helped the media at the time invent the epithet "Cool Cymru", an answer to Britpop's "Cool Britannia". Prior to that, Welsh acts including The Alarm, Shakin' Stevens and Bonnie Tyler had high profiles. Around this time, artists such as Tom Jones and Shirley Bassey experienced something of a renaissance. The Welsh music industry is currently in good health, with the emergence many lesser known groups and labels such as Ankstmusik and Boobytrap Records. In recent years, a large alternative and punk scene has sprung up in south Wales, of which Lostprophets, Mclusky, The Automatic and Funeral for a Friend have achieved notable international success.
