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In some regions of the world, such as Africa and Central and South America. Many people still hunt animals for food in order to survive. Others hunt animals to protect their crops and live-stocks. In some places men hunt to show their courage.


                         


Many people throughout the world hunt for sport. They hunt all kinds of game from pheasant, duck and rabbits to grouse, bears and lions.


Many different kinds of weapons are used boomerangs, arrows, spears, shotguns and rifles. Sometimes animals are used to hunt other animals. For example, ferrets may be used to hunt rabbits. Hounds may be used to hunt foxes. They follow the fox by scent, find it and then kill it. Hounds may also be used for deer hunting.


A day's hunting begins with a meet, at which the followers join the hounds, the master and the huntsman. Fox-hunting uniform is usually a scarlet coat with white tie and black velvet cap for the master, huntsman, and whippers-in. When the fox is found, the fact is signaled by the cry of hounds, blows of the horn, and the shout "Tally-ho”.


I think it is cruel to go hunting with hounds because the dogs could run away and get killed in accidents. The dogs could kill other animals the hunters didn’t want them to kill like people’s pets. 


It is not fair that a pack of dogs should attack and kill a single fox.


I also think although it is O.K. to hunt animals, in the countries where  people would not get their food if they did not hunt for it.  Farmers say that if they do not hunt foxes they would kill large numbers of their chickens and lambs.
