A simple guide to using IRFANVIEW
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Once you’ve installed IRFANVIEW, every picture you open from then on should automatically open in IRFANVIEW.  If not, just open IRFANVIEW first (click on the ‘red dog’ icon on your desktop) and open your picture file from there.
Once the image is opened within IRFANVIEW, you can quickly cut, crop or resize it.

TO CROP

Use your mouse to select an area of your image (hold down left button and drag).

Go to ‘Edit’ menu and select ‘Crop Selection’.

TO RESIZE

1. Once the image is open in IRFANVIEW, go to the ‘Image’ menu.

2. Select  ‘Resize / resample’.

3. In this window you will be given a range of resizing options.  You can quickly select ‘half’ size, or go for a % reduction or even enter exact dimensions in pixels or cm.

4. Click ‘ok’ and the program will complete the resize.

TO SAVE AS A DIFFERENT FILE TYPE

Simply select the file type you want (jpg, gif) from the wide range available when you have selected the ‘save’ option.  The options can be found via the ‘save as type’ box (found underneath the box that holds the filename).

For photos it is advisable to save them as jpegs, for drawn pictures or simply coloured features, save them as gifs (which are, digitally, even smaller).
TO BLUR OR PIXELISE PART OF A PICTURE
1. As with the Crop feature, select the part of the image that you want to add the effect to.
2. Go to ‘Edit’ menu.

3. Look at the options under ‘Effects’.  Blur or Pixelise will do the job nicely.

4. As soon as you select one of these, you will be returned to your picture with the effect added to the selected area.  You can repeat the process if you wanted to blur / pixelise further.
