vou can usually listen to podeasts directly on the websites of those people who make them (see below for some exatnples)
However, you can aiso "subscribe" to podcasts using software ke Podder and (Tunes, These programs wil automatially
download the latest shows, and you can then listen to them on your computer and / or mp3 player. To subscrbe to &

podeast, you need to know the RSS feed (this information should be on the podcaster's website), Tunes hes its own
directory, where you can subscribe to & show, simply by dicking the “Subserbe” button.
