Theme: Interdependence – Willowtown Community Primary School (whole school)

Learners have opportunities to learn about historic and current interdependencies. They learned to appreciate the universality of rights for workers and women.

A play set in the coals mines of South Wales and the sugar plantations of Grenada was the starting point for a partnership between Willowtown Community Primary School in Wales and St David’s RC Primary School in Grenada. The play was written by a Grenadian historian and make direct comparisons of condition for workers in both communities. Themes raised in the play provided a starting point for a joint curricular project exploring life and work in both communities. Students in both schools explored living and working conditions in the sugar plantation in La Sagesse and at the Big Pit in Wales. Dressing up in Victorian clothes and washing clothes with a washboard helped bring the lessons to life and the students really enjoyed dressing up and role playing. Exploring the local history of both communities sparked discussion and written work about the role of women, similarities between the two communities as well as social justice and the rights of workers. 

· Theme: human rights – children learned the role of women and workers’ rights in Wales and Grenada. They discussed the changing role of women and workers’ rights and conditions in both countries

· Theme: interdependence – Through extensive work with their partner school children learned to respect and value different cultures and experiences. They learned to recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others and to appreciate historic and contemporary interdependencies.

· Key Concepts – citizenship, needs and rights, interdependence, quality of life, values and perceptions, diversity.
