Theme: Water - Ysgol Gymuned y Gors (whole school)

Learners should be given opportunities to appreciate that the world’s resources are finite and to understand differences in access to essential resources. 

Working with their partner school in India, pupils at Ysgol Gymuned y Gors have explored water usage in Wales and India. Audits of energy and water use in both schools were compared. Pupils came up with ideas for reducing energy and water consumption in both communities and parents and the wider community also joined the schools’ Save Water Campaign. Pupils in Wales also explored the historic significance of the River Tawe for Swansea and gained an appreciation of the importance of the river to the city and the need to care for the natural environment. The project was embedded into art, PE, PSHE, geography and literacy, culminating in performance of poetry, music, drama and debate at the school’s Creative Arts Week. 

· Theme: consumption and waste – children learned about the importance of saving water and respecting the earth’s resources. The partnership with the school in India reinforced understanding of interdependence.

· Theme: health – children learned about the importance of the need for clean drinking water for health, and about the need to reduce pollution in rivers. 

· Theme: Choices and Decisions – children learned about the impact different choices have on the environment and society. Through exploring the history of the River Tawe they learned about how choices made in one location affect everyone who lives near the river. They learned about the positive and negative impacts industry and tourism have had on the river and developed an understanding that there might be different solutions to the same problem, each with their own strengths and drawbacks.
· Key Concepts – citizenship and stewardship, needs and rights, uncertainty and precaution, interdependence.
