Developing ESDGC in your school should never become ‘Awards Driven’.  
However, if used strategically as part of a whole school approach, award schemes can help raise the profile and awareness of ESDGC, giving you a firm platform on which to further build the competence and confidence of your staff and pupils.

Eco-Schools is a programme of seven elements that schools can adopt including organising an environmental review, establishing an action plan, undertaking curriculum studies on environmental topics and organising a day of environmental action.
