What people think of me doesn’t really bother me to be honest and I think that people make too much of a fuss about us wearing hoodies. I wear one cos it’s what we all wear not cos I want to disguise myself. We’re not all in trouble with the police you know.

I’m into gangsta rap so I wear slouch jeans and baggy t-shirts. I like my bling too, but  of course mine’s not real! My mum goes mad that my backside hangs out my jeans, she says it looks disgusting, but what does she know? I know the older generation hate our style, I’ve been accused of being a thug and a drug dealer…but I’m neither I just like to dress like my idols. It’s not fair that we should be stereotyped just because of the clothes we wear. 

I like to wear designer clothes as I feel that it impresses people.  I love going shopping and buying labels that people know and admire it makes me feel important in school when I have the latest designer bag and I know that all the other girls are jealous.  Sometimes it can get me in to trouble with people who hate me just because they think I’m a poser, but I tend to try and stay away from those type of people anyway. – I feel much better about myself when I’m wearing a label - although I know it can be an expensive business... I feel it’s worth it in the end. 
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
