Where in the World
Year 5 and 6 - Teachers Notes 

Use this unit of work to encourage the pupils to think about the different ecosystems in the world.
By using the power point presentation, pupils will gain opportunity to look at different plants and animals that we have here in Wales and those that they have in Ecuador.

Use the first few slides to look introduce the unit of work on Ecuador and Wales. You could:

· Look at the maps on the power point to locate the two countries.

· Work out the distance between the countries. Extension work could be to work out the carbon footprint of travelling to such a country as Ecuador.
· Use ‘google earth’ to look at the journey that would be taken. Opportunity could be taken to look at the rain forests.

· Compare populations – Ecuador has about the same number of people in Quito as we have here in Wales.

· Use the power point to look at different plants and animals – pupils group them into countries.

· Pupils could be asked –following the slide prompt,  to research rainforests. What are they? Where are they found? What makes a forest rainforest?

Questions you could ask pupils:

· What do you notice about the plants in Ecuador? Are they the same as ours here in Wales?

· Talk about habitats – what food chains are found in rainforests or woodlands?

· Develop ideas to food webs.

· Look at adaptation – this could take a number of lessons, especially if pupils are encouraged to look further at other locations .

· Find out more about rainforests – research, can the pupils make their own factual presentation?
· Talk about the school grounds/pupils gardens/woodlands – what’s the difference?

· Use the power point to listen for sounds that may be different to that at home.
