Game 5 By support. Children will be asked to fill in the gaps based on animal’s homes.
Games 8,9,10 and 11 ask the children to fill the gaps to tell the story. Games 8 and 10 are easier. They have the first 2 letters of each word. Games 8&9 concentrate on nouns and games 10&11 on verbs.
Game 14 asks children to choose synonyms for the word love to improve the story. Differentiation by outcome.
