	Differentiation

These games are similar, getting the children to compare the size of things, as they did when they read the book. 

Games five, six, seven and eight ask the children to click on the biggest or smallest object or animal.
Games nine and ten are harder, and ask children to order sets of animals and objects starting with the smallest.

Pictures of the animals and objects can be printed out. These can be used by the children to order in many ways.
