	Differentiation

Games 1 - 4 – snap or match
In all games children have to match or snap rhyming words. Games 1 and 3 have the same letter patterns e.g. bed, red and games 2 and 4 are harder with rhyming words such as day and weigh.
Games 5,6 and 7 – Gap fill
Children are asked to fill the gaps of verses in the poem. Differentiation by support.
Games 8,9 and 10 – ordering

This is an extension of the above games where children are asked to order verses from the poem.
Game 11 – sort
A simple game where children sort winter and summer words.
Games 12, 13, 14 and 15 – punctuation
These games ask children to add punctuation. Game 12 asks children to put commas in the poem, game 13 commas in lists and game 14 asks children to put commas in sentences. Game 15 explores the question mark.
