Roch School Maths Trail

This Maths Trail was created by pupils in a Year 5/ 6 class in Roch C P School near Haverfordwest, Pembrokeshire.

It was created using a digital camera and Illuminatus software. The children took photographs of different images in the area that they thought might be suitable for use in problem solving activities.

The teacher created the questions to run alongside the photographs. Numerous areas of the maths curriculum are covered – calculations, problem solving, shape, space and measure, money, and time.

The questions are differentiated allowing children of differing abilities the chance to succeed. A system that works well for this kind of activity, if it is not used on a Whiteboard, is the use of a “buddy system” allowing a brighter child to be partnered with a less able child so that the maths trail can be completed successfully.

At the end of the trail the children have included a page  “Top Tips for making a Maths Trail”. This gives basic information on how to go about creating your own Maths Trail based on your area.

This trail was created using Opus Illuminatus software but could just as easily be written using programmes such as PowerPoint.
