	Objective of flip chart

	There are two activities on this page.

1. Practises meanings of words with suffixes ance and ence. There are five sentences on the screen. In the box, bottom left are the five words missing from the sentences. These can be moved to make the sentences complete.

2. Practises using the correct suffix. Bottom centre is a list of words with “a” and “e” missing. Pupils can select the appropriate letter from the clown’s balloons to complete the words.

	Work sheet 1 in Microsoft Word. Shows copy of screen and additional practice in using and spelling words with these suffixes.

	Pupils can move the suffixes (from the red rectangles) to complete the words in the top half of the screen. They can then check their accuracy by removing the”blob” to reveal the correctly spelt word.


	

	4
	Children choose a word from the left hand column; in the red star they write the suffix which is appropriate for that word. They can then use the eraser on the word in the right hand column to reveal the correct suffix used with this word.
	In addition to an individual child using the interactive board all pupils can have a white board and markers. They can “vote” a or e and hold up to reveal to the teacher.
Activity: Match the Suffix 1 (Microsoft Word Doc.) Cut up word parts, enough for one set per team. Children can work in teams to make words from the spelling pattern.

	Children use the highlighter option to identify location of words.
	Work sheet 2 in Microsoft Word. This includes a hard copy of the word search displayed on the Interactive Whiteboard and should be used simultaneously with the board.
