OVERVIEW
This unit of work is designed to allow children to begin to write independently. 

Pictures are used as the main source of inspiration. They give the children a handle on which to hang their ideas. 

They are not fill-in-the- blank exercises and each unit asks the children to write sentences, poems, stories or paragraphs that are their own work.

Children only learn to write by writing and they are not going to learn anything by filling in punctuation or grammar sheets. 

As a way of supporting this unit of work you can get examples of different story starts or descriptions or short stories just to encourage the children to identify language features.

More talk about books and about what they are doing normally means more work from them. This work can be further continued in their language books as extension tasks after the white board activities. 

Although there is small gallery of pictures to access it may be an idea to cut out pictures of all sorts of scenes, people, landscapes etc from magazines to get the children used to working with them.
