The Poem Generator
This unit is designed to help children write a poem using a definite structure.

The poem used is one that was made by a class of children. It’s easy and straightforward and covers the use of many poetic devices such as personification and similes.

Again, pictures are used to give the children a choice of stimuli but they can choose their own subject if they like and still follow the format.

The opening screen shows the poem of the Titanic. They are asked to read the poem and to click on the next button. 
This shows the poem and to the right of it, what is needed to make each line. 
There is a button they can click if they need a reminder of what each element is. E.g. If they don’t know what a simile is etc. They can travel back to this point at any time to get help. 
Once the children have chosen which picture they would like to write a story about there are guides next to each line to help them remember what needs to be included. 
There are examples throughout the programme of what is required but they should be asked not to copy those examples.
The programme is designed for the children to construct the poem a line at a time and enter it into the poem template which looks like this:

The only help that is given is with the adjectives which they can put in Lines 2 and 5 but they can swap the tense if they wish. 

Encourage the children to use interesting vocabulary and be inventive, especially with those line using similes and personification. You will perhaps have to give them other examples so be ready to supply some!

Hopefully, by the end of the session each child will have constructed their own poem that will contain a variety of poetic elements without too much fuss.
