The Interactive Whiteboard and English 
The tasks below are suggestions and examples of how the white board can be used to explore language. 

Poetry

The Eve of St. Agnes –Keats

On the CDRom there is:

· The poem saved on a flipchart in Activstudio, with each verse on a separate page. At the end of the poem 2 pages contain examples of interactive tasks: the first is an example of an annotated page and the second is a cloze task

· A Word document of the complete poem for further use or for printing 

· A series of pages – one verse per page – in the page library in Resources in ActivStudio
· A set of 12 images which can be moved around\organised\reorganised all on one page which represent the narrative but which are not in the right order

· A selection of 29 images – numbered haphazardly – all on one page which can be selected and moved as required. The difference between the 2 sets of images is the element of choice in the 29 
There are all sorts of opportunities here for speaking and listening (discussion, paired, group work, formal or informal presentations), narrative writing, literary analysis and language work (as well as ICT). Below are just some ideas:

Narrative\Media:

· After reading the poem, use the 12 images to sequence the narrative (oracy\ICT)

· Pupils could save the pages onto a separate flipchart  and use them to storyboard (shared writing\media), as an oral presentation 

· The 29 images offer more choice – pupils need to negotiate and justify which images they would select both in terms of mood and atmosphere and in terms of key points in the narrative. They could be asked to select any 9 images to retell the story (or however many you think appropriate for particular groups of pupils. Lots of potential for group work, shared writing or storytelling.

Creative writing 

· A selection of images could be used for pupils to make up their own (shared) narrative

Language study:

· The highlighter and the pen can be used for class discussion and for modelling: grammatical features, poetic conventions, language which creates mood and atmosphere etc. The penultimate page of the flipchart is a very simple example of how a teacher could model language features, generate discussion and teach pupils how to annotate texts.

· Cloze exercises: the final page of the flipchart shows how vocabulary in the penultimate verse of the poem has been hidden, dragged to the bottom of the page, alternatives have been included. Pupils drag the words they think work best into the gaps. In the example given the words and alternatives are grouped together and in the right order but for more able pupils they could be jumbled. Or the vocabulary could be hidden and the pupils choose their own…..
