Teachers’ Notes
General:

Some of the powerpoint presentations in this pack contain macros to enable triggers and drag and drop functions.  When such a powerpoint is opened, click on “enable macros” in the dialogue box” to enable these functions.  If a dialogue box doesn’t appear, click on tools, macros, security and set security to medium.  Now try opening the PPT presentation again.  

The drag and drop function in powerpoint works slightly differently:  to drag text, click once on the text box (don’t hold), use the cursor to drag the text and click once again when and where you want to drop the text.

Unit 1:  Les Pays
1.
PPT: Les pays: introduces vocabulary for different countries with audio to practice pronunciation.  In the final slide, pupils must drag and drop the countries to the correct category on the grid, Le, La or Les.
2.
Les destinations games file: These are a series of interactive games to revise vocabulary for countries.
3.
PPT: Les pays grammaire.  This introduces the grammar of En, Au and Aux used with countries.
4.
Word document: Les Pays grammaire: This revises the En, Au and Aux used with countries rule.
5.
Word document: Les pays grammaire exercice: An exercise for revising the En, Au and Aux with countries rule.

6.
Executable: Les pays et leurs drapeaux : This interactive game further revises countries vocabulary.
7.
PPT: Où es-tu allé(e)?: Introduces holiday destinataions and the verb ALLER in the perfect tense.
8.
PPT :  Passé composé être verbs : revises forming the perfect tense of verbs with avoir and introduces 14 verbs which are formed with être.
9.
Word document: Contrôle de grammaire passé composé être verbs : a worksheet revising verbs which take être in the perfect tense.

Unit 2: Où es-tu resté(e)?
1.
PPT: Où es-tu resté(e)?: Introduces vocabulary of places to stay whilst on holiday.  Includes audio for pronunciation practice.

PPT: Où es-tu resté(e)?2:  Further practice of vocabulary of places to stay.

Unit 3: Combien de temps?
1.
PPT: Combien de temps?: Introduces vocabulary for duration of holidays. Includes audio for pronunciation practice.

Executable: An interactive game of snap revising vocabulary for holiday durations.
Unit 4: Comment as-tu voyagé ?
1. PPT: Comment as-tu voyagé?:  Introduces vocabulary for modes of transport.  Includes audio for pronunciation practice.
2. File: Les transports games: These are a series of interactive games revising vocabulary for modes of transport.

Unit 5:  Les vacances au passé
1. PPT: Travail d’écoute 1: Clicking on the audio symbol on each slide plays a short statement about a holiday.  Pupils must click on the correct question that would need to be asked from a choice on each slide.

2. PPT: Travail d’écoute 2: Clicking on the audio symbol on each slide plays a short statement about a holiday.  Pupils must click on the appropriate image which matches the audio from a choice on each slide.
3. PPT:  Travail d’écoute 3: This exercise should be completed on the paper version supplied and there is also a transcript available.  The audio can be played by clicking the audio symbol on each slide.  The teacher can also reveal the transcript for each audio piece on screen to exploit text further if required.  The exercise requires pupils to fill details about each audio clip in a grid.
4. Word document: Listening worksheet 1: Is required to complete the previous exercise.
5. Word document: travail d’écoute transcript: Transcript for PPT 3.
6. Word document: Reading worksheet 2 : Reading comprehension exercise.
7. PPT: Travail écrit: Pupils must fill the blanks in a series of paragraphs about holidays.
