The overall aim of this set of lessons is for the children to develop themselves as enthusiastic, reflective independent readers. Using an interactive whiteboard they will be able to participate in independent and shared reading. The text covers many points of interest relating to food hygiene in order to broaden perspective and extend thinking. 


There are six additional activities added to the work providing the teacher with two text level activities, two sentence level activities, and two word level activities. 





Word 1


This features a harder activity investigating syllables. The children have to identify the number of syllables inside a word. It also features an easier activity where children have to form a verb by adding ing to the appropriate verb root. Best completed after chapter 4


Word 2


This encourages the children to think about dictionary definitions, first by considering an appropriate definition for a word, then by looking for the definition of a word from a dictionary. Best completed at the end of the book.





Sentence 1


This activity focuses on alliteration i.e.  when the writer repeats the initial sound of a letter. Children have to describe some items from Uncle Arthur’s allotment using examples of alliteration. This could also help with spelling, focussing on an initial sound. The activity is best completed after reading chapter 2.


Sentence 2


This features a sentence ordering activity. Children have to re-arrange groups of sentences to create a sensible, ordered piece of text. It also features some sentences which need the verb tense altered.


 This is best completed after chapter 5.





Text 1.


This features a comprehension type activity where children only have to focus on a literal interpretation of the text. There is also a simple crossword puzzle perhaps more suitable for a lower ability. The activity should be used in conjunction with chapter 1 and 2.


Text 2


Another comprehension activity, this time, demanding use of interpretation and inference. Again, there is a crossword for the less able. This activity should be used in conjunction with chapter 3 and 4.





Text 1:- In responding to fiction and non-fiction they show understanding of the main points Level 3. 


Text 2:- In responding to a range of texts, pupils show understanding of significant ideas, themes, events and characters, beginning to use inference and deduction. Level 4


Sentence 1:- Words are chosen for variety and interest. Level 3


Sentence 2:- The basic grammatical structure of sentences is usually correct. Level 3


Word 1:- Spelling is usually accurate, including that of common, polysyllabic words. Level 3
