Aims and objectives: 
Lesson 11: Why were the communists able to seize power in November 1917?  

Historical skills:

PowerPoint I.S.M. - you may need a suite of computers.
ISM: 
Using the PowerPoint ISM students brainstorm what they would need to take over a government, and so, what make a government easy to take over (weak government, ideology, weapons, opportunity, base, good leader, good organisation, support). Students can use an interactive pen and white board to write up their ideas.
Activity 1: 
Pupils (in groups of four) prepare and present a 3 slide maximum presentation on how they would set about taking over Russia in 1917 using PowerPoint or even posters and markers.
Discuss what makes an event important (e.g. an event is important if many people are affected, if they are affected in a big way, if the effect lasts for a long time, if it makes other things happen, if it changes peoples’ thinking)
Activity 2:  
Students then hear / see the events of March – November 1917 as a series of newsflashes on PowerPoint / cards. As the newsflashes appear, students fill in table: ( the table is provided in publisher with 3 rows give 2 tables to students, transfer to word or alter appropriately.)
