· Identify and categorise the problems that affected Lenin’s takeover of power

PowerPoint, textbook, copies of White Propaganda source for every pupil

ISM:
White Propaganda source. Pupils can have own copies stuck in textbook and brainstorm around it - what is happening. Pupils can also come to front of class and highlight and annotate. Source can be out into ActivPallet software and used with interactive whiteboards.
Activity 1:
Slide 2: Assumes pupils have background knowledge of Marxism / Communism. The slide serves as a recap. Pupils use thinking skills to remember the aims.
Activity 2:
Slides 3,4,5,6. Outline the immediate problems in Russia in 1917 that inhibited Lenin from immediately installing communism.  Pupils must prioritise which problem should be solved first and why; towns, countryside, or civil war problems. Pupils could do a piece of extended writing, for example a speech as advisor to Lenin, arguing which problems should be solved first, and how they should be solved. 

Activity 3:



Lenin’s solutions. Slides 8, 9 and 10. 
Plenary:
slide 11 gives teachers an option to set an exam –style (WJEC) question or to adapt it to suit their requirements.

And / or slide 12: recap of aims and objectives - hangman quiz. Very interactive and can easily be adapted for Activepallet software.
