ISM:
Slide 1: Communist propaganda pictures of electrification and industrial achievements. Class discussion of what these pictures tell us about Communism.
Activity 1:
Slide 2: class/ pair / group activity where pupils brainstorm Lenin’s achievements studied so far. Pupils could do poster presentations in groups, or come up to the interactive whiteboard if available and add their own ideas. This lesson builds on prior teaching of Bolshevik / Communist achievements.
Activity 2:
Slide 3: Teacher-led class discussion – guiding pupils in the right direction.
Activity 3:
Slide 4: pupil’s complete graph, recording Lenin’s high and low points. Whole class recap. Again, pupils can interact with the PPT slide/ interactive whiteboard at front of class.


Plenary:
Slide 5: How Communist was Russia by 1924? Pupils will need a recap of what Communist principles are before they can assess how Communist Russia was by 1924.
