ISM:                                        Pictures of Lenin - interpretations. Students should understand that Lenin would want to be remembered as a great leader of Russia. However, some people at the time would remember him as a betrayer of communist principles.    

Activity 1:  
The Trial is outlined on the PowerPoint provided. Divide the class into two groups and assign roles. It is important that every person in the group has a role even if this means that you alter the PowerPoint to include more witnesses and a judge. Each witness will have a lawyer to help them. This will ensure that there is a fair distribution of the work. This could be set up as a competition with prizes such as merits etc. you could ask to the HOD or senior staff to ‘judge’ the trial
Activity 2: 
The Trial could then be recorded and the students then assess their own performance. This activity improves the confidence of the students which is especially useful for students who wish to pursue a career in law.
Plenary:                                   “Just a minute” - two pupils have to talk non-stop without pausing. Each student takes an opposing view of Lenin. They cannot pause or hesitate or repeat, etc.

The extension activity could involve students writing an obituary of Lenin,

from the perspective of a communist newspaper or a western newspaper.
