Lesson number and title:          Lesson 5 Why did Revolution break out in Russia in 1905?
Aims and objectives:
Pupils will develop a chronological understanding of the events leading up to the 1905 Revolution and be able to categorise them as LT, ST or IM causes. They will then produce summary notes on these causes.

ISM:
Image of Red Flag (and Russian Society). Students ask why this might lead to protest and people desiring change.
Activity 1:
Pupils look at ISM and discuss the image. If an interactive whiteboard is available pupils can circle key images and annotate their importance and discuss their relevance. Pupils then discuss what is required for a revolution and why people would want one in Russia.
Activity 2:


Pupils engage in a card sort of the various causes of the 1905 Revolution
Activity 3:
Pupils should evaluate the causes with regard to how important they were. Pupils could also arrange the causes according to categories eg. Political Economic, Religious, Cultural or Social and determine the nature of the Revolution.

Activity 4:
As an extended writing option pupils could be asked to give an account of the outbreak of revolution in 1905.
Plenary:
Anagrams. Students have 30 seconds to work out the key words from the lesson. With each mouse click the word will be revealed.
