Lesson 6 
What Happened in 1905

Skill: Chronology and Working with Others
Pupils create a story board of the events of 1905 (PowerPoint or Story maker) 

A brief overview or Power Point presentation can be made so that pupils have a general ‘over view’ of the course
This could include a table produced in Word format if the computer suite is available or in exercise books if not:

	Events
	Significance

Once they have the overview Pupils must research the events on the internet and through library or department resources and present it as a dramatic (have to make it sound interesting) film proposal that they are tendering to the ‘Orange Company’

This activity is to be completed ideally using a suite of computers for the whole class, working in pairs on either the PowerPoint or Story Maker packages.

If this cannot be arranged, teachers may wish pupils to draw out the storyboard on A3 paper, drawing a series of boxes.




Pupils should put together a story board of 1905 explaining why they have chosen the scenes/ action points that they have and why they were important.

It is possible to select a title for the students in order to focus them e.g. 
Why did the Revolution of 1905 Fail?

Alternatively you could allow them to find their own focal point. Either way, it is useful to make them consider what their agenda is before they begin to work.

(It might be useful to show a recent Orange advert demonstrating the task that they are going to do through Power Point. Then ask them to analyse the advert focusing on the attitude of the Company and the passion of the ‘actor’ trying to get his film made. This again will help them visualise what they are doing and motivate them).

Pupils mark presentations on a pro-former which is also on PowerPoint/ overhead projector / interactive whiteboard according to the following criteria

1. Historical Accuracy

2. Explanation

3. Presentation

Pupils must decide which they would turn into a movie

(Optional follow up exercise: split class into groups and create the movie)
