ISM:
1 Painting from 1905. Students are asked to consider what would make people protest in this way. An attempt is made to lead students to the idea that changing laws could make their lives better.
Activity 1:
A pupil led PowerPoint Presentation which allows students to develop an overview of the course. Pupils should attempt to decipher the images provided to work out the events of that month. Pupils should make a record of this overview (see teacher notes)
Activity 2:
Pupils are split into groups to research and produce their film pitch -ideally after watching an example of the orange adverts for clarification.
Activity 3: 
Pupils make their pitch at the front of the class and are marked according to the criteria provided in the Power Point table

Plenary:
Hot Seating. Students have to come to the front and sit in prominent position facing the class. The class should then question the student based on the topics covered.
Optional:
In the following lessons students can make a ’movie’ of their chosen story board. This can be done using ‘story maker’ or ‘live action’.
