Lesson 9 How effective was the Tsar at ruling Russia?

Activity 1:
Pupils load up excel on to their computer screen and insert what will be the X and Y axis (Date and Tsar’s effectiveness rating). The Teacher then goes through the PowerPoint with the Pupils explaining the Tsar’s policies. At key dates pupils are asked to insert the date in the correct column and make a judgement on his effectiveness from 1 – 10. Continue this until you reach his death in 1917.
Activity 2:
Pupils produce a graph in Excel demonstrating the Tsar’s changing effectiveness. They may need the help of the Excel Guidance Sheet. Once this has been created it should be transferred into a suitable package to annotate. I chose PowerPoint as it gave an opportunity for those with an interactive white board to call up pupils and have them present their graph and findings and allowed a more elaborate annotation.
Plenary:
“Just a minute” pupils have to talk non-stop without pausing about one of the aspects of Nicholas’s reign which they have judged. They cannot pause or hesitate or repeat, etc. 
Homework Option:
Pupils produce an extended piece of writing using each point of the graph as a paragraph to help them structure their work.
