Lesson 12: What was the most important factor in the Bolshevik seizure of power?
Aims and objectives:
To build on Pupils knowledge and encourage them to evaluate the Bolshevik seizure of power

You will need access to a computer suite with Powerpoint, Publisher and Excel. Guidance resources are provided in the lesson 12 folder
ISM:
A series of images will help pupils to identify the common theme (factors) allowing the Bolsheviks to seize power.
Activity 1:
Pupils load up Excel on to their computer screen and insert what will be the X and Y axis (Factor and Importance to the Bolshevik seizure of power). Pupils should stretch the columns to a suitable width. The Teacher then brainstorms with the class the different reasons for the Bolshevik seizure of power. Pupils insert these factors into Excel and rank them according to their perceived importance. Pupils, by highlighting their chart and clicking on ‘sort’, can then arrange the factors in ascending or descending order of importance before creating a bar graph to represent their evaluation of the factors discussed.
Activity 2:
Pupils produce, in Excel, a graph demonstrating the importance of contributory factors. They may need the help of the Excel guidance sheet. We chose a bar graph and then in the creation process selected rows rather than columns.  This enabled the entire graph to fit on to an A4 Sheet. Once this has been created it should be printed out and stuck in their notes. I chose PowerPoint as it gave an opportunity for those with an interactive white board to call pupils up and have them present their graph and findings to the rest of the class.
Activity 3:
Pupils must now explain why they have rated the factors as they have. This can be an extended piece of writing with each factor representing a paragraph using Peel/r to help students structure their work. Explain to students how PEER / PEEL works and how they should structure their paragraphs.
