Lesson 13 Why did the Bolsheviks win the Civil War?
Aims and objectives: 


· Pupils identify and apply concept of civil war through building on prior knowledge. 

· Identify the crucial role played by Trotsky

· Identify reasons for the Russian Civil War

· Communicate why the Reds and Whites either won or didn’t win

· Understand whether the Bolshevik victory was inevitable.

PowerPoint, textbook (SHP Russia and USSR preferably, although most GCSE textbooks cover this event thoroughly), Top Trump cards (printed from PowerPoint).
ISM: 



Side 1: builds on pupil’s prior knowledge of conflict and civil war.

Slide 2: pupils can record definition of civil war and reasons why civil war occurs: race, religion, government actions, etc. 

Activity 1: 
Slide3: Gives context to civil war and tests pupils’ thinking skills and background knowledge. 

Slide 4: teacher should at this point explain why armies were Called REDS and WHITES. 

Slide 5: Interactive map will reveal places, armies and leaders. Class can discuss potential advantages and disadvantages of positions

Slide 6: Provides a writing task for pupils to record their own observations. 

Activity 2:  
Slide 7: Instructions on how to play. Pupils play in pairs. This task should take 10-15 mins. 

Slide 12: After teacher discussion with whole class as to which side won, pupils record reasons why the Reds won in the table - using their own words 
Plenary: 
Slide 13: optional extended writing task. The exam question is similar to that set by the WJEC.
