How did the Nazis affect the lives of German People?

Young People

The Background Notes inform pupils of how youths were viewed by Hitler and the Nazis: their importance and significance. The development of the Hitler Youth and the reasons why so many young people joined are also highlighted, together with the types of activities undertaken by both boys and girls. 
The PowerPoint supports the notes and provides activities and questions for the pupils to complete. The organisation of the Hitler Youth opens the PowerPoint and this is followed by written evidence and recollections of being in the Hitler Youth that pupils can analyse and consider before moving on to complete a diagram outlining ‘Hitler Youth Facts’. This will be based upon knowledge gained from the notes and presentation up to this point. If possible, pupils should be allowed to discuss the facts and decide upon which they would like to add to the diagram; this could be done using an interactive board pen or PowerPoint Pen.
A paper based exercise has been added which allows pupils to select the types of activities most likely undertaken by Hitler Youth boys (HJ), The League of German Girls (BDM), or both. This is followed up with a consideration of ‘Alternative Youth Groups’ within Germany and how different groups of youths reacted to the pressures of joining the Hitler Youth. 
Teachers have the opportunity to allow pupils to analyse propaganda posters and pictures, which allow for discussion based around propaganda and the degree to which Nazi ideas permeated German Society. The study ends with a recap exercise which can be completed upon the Whiteboard, or upon the recap sheets provided.
