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Lesson number and title :  

Lesson 10 The Civil Rights Movement from 1950-1970
Aims and objectives: 
To give a detailed knowledge and understating of key events people and legislation of the period
Historical skills: 


Organisation and communication, Knowledge and understanding

Resources: 
PowerPoint presentation , Table Proformas, Data cards (ideally laminated)

Activity 1: 
Ideally play a recording of an excerpt of MLK I have a dream speech or perhaps show a video before presenting them with an excerpt of the speech in text. Try to encourage pupils to empathise with the people who were there. Remind the students of people’s fear of change and prejudices before analysing the source.

Activity 2: 
There are now a number of options depending on the detail you wish pupils to have and the time you wish to take on this topic.


a. Pupils could be split into pairs and given a data card each to produce a poster or PowerPoint presentation on over a week for the rest of the class to see. Pupils could produce handout summary cards for other students to stick in their books to create a permanent record. This would allow peers to evaluate one another according to:-

Pupils could then complete the tables after each group had presented their work. This would also allow individual groups to go beyond the data cards and to do their own research on their specific topic

Alternatively pupils could be given all of the data cards and given a series of sorting exercises in order to encourage them to consider different aspects of the period and look for links and contrasts over the two decades.
Activity 3:
Either method should lead students to a position where they feel confident in analysing and assessing the entire period
