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Lesson number and title :  
Lesson 13: From Lend lease to Hiroshima US Involvement in World War Two
Aims and objectives:
For students to gain an understanding of the nature and extent of American involvement in World War 2.. They will also gain an understanding of the reasons why the Americans dropped the Atomic Bomb
.

ISM: 
Students are given an oblique way into this topic as they are asked to explain what they think the image on slide 2 is. It is a detonator from an atomic Bomb. They should also try to think how the image is connected to the topic that they will be looking at.
Activity 1: 
On slide 3 there is a key question students should be encouraged to work in pairs to come up with the as many reasons that they can think of why American involvement was crucial to winning World War Two. As a whole class exercise students can then come to the front and annotate the interactive whiteboard or ordinary white board. Students can then record the findings in their exercise books.
Activity 2: 
Students can be given a paper copy of the map and a whole class exercise students can annotate their map in order to gain an overview of the nature and extent of American involvement in World War Two. Alternatively, if you have access to a suite of rooms the map section of the PowerPoint can be placed in a shared area and students can then annotate their maps in word or publisher and also find addition information.



Activity 3:
In groups students are given an information sheet on the dropping of   the Atomic Bomb on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. They are to find information on whether they think dropping the bomb was justified or not. As a class they can feed forward the information and students can annotate the giant scales on the interactive white  board. Students can then either record the information in the form of a table on the scale template provided.
Plenary:
Two students are chosen for ‘hot seating’, they have to speak for 1 minute on the key question was the dropping of the Atomic bomb justified? One will be in favour the other against. They should be encouraged to use all the evidence. The remaining students have a debate on whether they consider the dropping of the bomb to be justified.
