Lesson 3 The Wall Street Crash

Aims and objectives: 
To discover the effects of the Wall Street Crash

Ism:
Students are asked to look at the two images one is of a women with her children  the other is of a stamp produced in the 1998 to commemorate the Wall Street Crash. It shows a stock in electricity and gas company torn into two. Students are first asked to identify each image and then to see the connection.
Activity 1: 
 Students are shown images from the Wall Street Crash. (Task 1 ) They should using the photographs as stimulus material try to think about what they think is happening in each picture the attribution is timed on mouse click to come up after first discussing the photograph. They should also try to think about the knock on consequences of each problem and how this would undermine Hoover’s government. 
Activity 2: 
Using slide 9  task 2 students are asked to identify the groups in US society for example women, men, young people and  black people. They should  then identify problems that each group would face due to the Wall Street Crash.  This can then be written on the interactive white board in the spaces provided.

Activity 3:
Using slide 10 students are to empathy with the women in the picture and are to in pairs come up with a sound bite/ interview form the perspective of the women. What would she want President Hoover to do to help her situation?

Activity 4:
Using slide 12 students should annotate the picture of Hoover to crate a spider diagram of the consequences for the Republican government due to their inability to deal with the problem.
Plenary:
1. Test your partner: In pairs the students are shown slide 12. One student in the pair will turn away from the board. The other student in the pair will then have to describe the event/topic without using the actual word. They should record how many clues they each need.
