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Lesson number and title :  
Lesson 4  The New Deal *This conceivably could take 2-3 hours of class time
Aims and objectives: 
For students to gain an understanding of why the New Deal  was need. What the New Deal was? What it did? Did everyone support it? Was it a success?
Historical skills:

Resources: 
The New Deal PowerPoint PPT slide show , Publisher cards, Table template
ISM: 
Ism of picture of people waiting for food and help. Ask students to empathise with the people in waiting in the line. How would they be feeling? What would they want from the new President.
Activity 1: 
Using slide two and the source on Hoover students should annotate using the interactive white board or the data projector shone onto a white board the negative points about Hoover.


Activity 2:
Using slide four students should be encouraged to annotate the speech bubbles on the problems and possible solutions facing Roosevelt.

Activity 3:
Using slide Five the students have to categorise from the possible list of activities whether the government used that as a means of employment or not. Slide six shows that everything on the previous slide was used. Encourage students to be sceptical at this stage. Once they have realised that all were used using slide seven pupils should attempt to discuss and evaluate the different jobs and decide whether or not they think each was a valid and useful way of spending tax payers’ money.
Activity 4:
This leads the students into the following section on Boondoggling. Lead the pupils through the section encouraging them to debate the effectiveness and credibility of these jobs 

Activity 5:
Pupils should make a record of FDR’s intentions with regard to the new deal emphasis should be placed on key terminology such as pump priming.
Activity 6:
Students are split into groups to create their presentations on different alphabet agencies ideally in a computer suite. Failing this Sugar paper could be used to create posters to accompany a verbal presentation. The students should record the information in the table.

Activity 7:
Finally pupils discuss the 2 primary sources in order to help them understand contemporary opinions on FDR 
Plenary: 
1. Historical ‘’just a minute” pupils have to talk non stop without pausing, about one of the aspects of the New Deal which they have studied. They cannot pause or hesitate or repeat etc
