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Lesson number and title :  

lesson 5 World War Two 
Aims and objectives: 
Students will gain an understanding of the changes that occurred at home due to US’s involvement in WW2. They will gain a chronological overview of the changes that occurred to the economy, black people, Japanese Americans and women.

Activity 1: 
ISM pupils must consider the link between the different images. Hopefully they will arrive at the conclusion that they are all negative aspects of World War 2. Before telling them, have them look at slide 2 and repeat the process. Pupils should now be asked what they have seen and what links the images on each slide and how the two slides contrast with one another.
Activity 2: 
Pupils must now produce a spider diagram to consider what/ who would be affected by World War 2. This can be done in their books or using a board pen or an interactive board depending on the resources available.
Activity 3:
An interactive spider-diagram with hyper-links will now appear on the screen. Each student should now be given the A3 table template or this can be done in a computer suite with the Publisher documents attached. If you are using a computer suite pupils should now log on to their own pupil PowerPoint which contains the 4 aspects of impacts mixed up for them to sort out into before during and after the war. This is excellent development of their synoptic awareness for Q. E of WJEC. If you are using Publisher printouts or photocopies you should distribute the card sort packs and have pupils sort the cards and feed back on each section. Pupils can then write up what they have discovered or stick the cards into their book or table.
