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Most women worked in the home unpaid








In 1940, 12 million formed 27% of the total labour force.








Women mainly worked as domestic and clerical workers, secretaries, teachers and nurses








Women were generally paid less then men, even for doing the same job.








In 1945, 18.5 million women formed 33% of the total labour force








Most of their jobs were in shipyards, aircraft factories and armament factories where they replaced the men who were called up.








In a few states women were given equal pat to men. In most they wee paid less for doing the same job








Most women gave up their jobs to provide work for the returning men.








In 1950 women formed 29% of the total labour force








Attitudes to women had changed and their confidence had increased.
