Film Forrest Gump clip: Republican burglars breaking into Democrat headquarters with Forrest Gump looking on and commenting. Picture of Nixon leaving the Whitehouse with wife, Ford taking over. Teacher can ask key questions . Pupils brainstorm how this could be linked to President Nixon, how it could affect his Presidency. 

Activity 1 : 
Introduce the Watergate Scandal using the PPT. Pupils add information to their table from this. Key question: How does this new information affect your judgement of Nixon? 

Activity 2:
Can be completed as and extension or homework activity. Pupils write a newspaper account of the Watergate Scandal, from the paper the Washington Post, Journalists Bob Woodward and Karl Bernstein broke the story and pupils can write from their point of view.  On PPT there are ideas for the structure. 
Plenary:
Anagrams students have 30 seconds to work out the key words   from the lesson. With each mouse click the word will be revealed. The introduction of famous theme tune here is also very useful and aids the authenticity of the exercise.
