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Lesson number and title : 
Lesson 9  Why did black people expect their civil rights to improve after WW2?

Aims and objectives: 
Pupils will understand the contributions to the war effort made by black people and understand why expectations changed. Pupils will also identify what improved and what did not improve for black Americans during WW2.

Picture of a woman breaking boundaries during WW2 by doing manual labour, and picture of a black soldier in the Jim Crowe army, doing the high-step march. Activity 1: 
Using the source cards, pupils look at what improved for black people and what did not improve during WW2. Pupils sort the cards into these categories. Pupils record the points on a brainstorm. And then can colour code the improvements / lack of. Pupils and teachers can use the Activ Studio software on interactive whiteboards to highlight /underline in colour. Pupils could also illustrate/ use visual diagrams. 
Activity 2: 
Empathy task: write a campaign speech from the position of a black soldier or black worker on the Home Front during WW2. Explain why you expect your civil rights to improve.

Plenary:

You should define the words cryptically at first and the students must slap their hand on the correct word as quickly as possible 1 point for the first no points for coming second!!.
